“He said to Simon, “Launch out into the deep”

and let down your nets for a catch.” 

Nothing but net is a phrase used in basketball to suggest that a shot was so good; the ball never touched the rim it touched only the net. Jesus showed the fishermen that they had a good shot of succeeding, if they would just “let down their nets.” Why are you holding on to your net/gifts? Do you know that the world needs what you have? The fishermen had more capacity than they understood and so do you! 
A net is very different in its approach to ‘catching fish’. It does not tear or wound the fish, like a hook. With a net you can catch an overflow of fish, but with a hook you are limited. A net allows the fish’s head to pass through and the minute the fish tries to withdraw, their gills are impaired. The oxygen supply is cut-off and the fish begins to feel what it is like to die a slow death. Once the fish stops struggling to be free and pops its head up and out, it can breath freely again. As long as the fish are in the net, they are alive. The purpose of this is that some fish may be smaller than what the fishermen are looking for and may need to be put back into the water, in order to grow a little more. The fishermen’s nets were more significant than they realized. They had the capacity to handle overflow because the nets were sizeable. 
Everything was on target, the fishermen had “launched out” to the right place and the only thing left to do was to “let down the nets.” Every expert fisherman knows that a net will give you more fish than a hook. Could this be your dilemma? Do you have more than you know you have?  If so, how do you start to work with the more, you may not even realize that you have? How does one go about simply “letting down their nets for a catch?”
