This scripture aptly defines the creative relationship that Jesus Christ desires to have with all of us. In contrast to the heavy burden of Jewish legalism, Jesus extends the idea of an open, free and loyal relationship. By taking on this type of relationship with Jesus, followers are able to be obedient to the Law’s righteousness, not the Law as they understood it but Jesus wanted them to follow the principles of the Law.
· The legalistic religious system was a severe burden, so Jesus offered a creative alternative.
· Jesus was trying to teach the people how to be comfortable in their own skin by “coming” to him in rest and aligning the principles of the Law with their lives. 
· Service to Jesus did not become annoying or like drudgery because it was built on a personal relationship with God. 

· This type of relationship was a change from what the people were accustomed to, Jesus was introducing a new concept. It was a thought altering concept.
·  Jesus introduced relevant and creative change to the people to “free their lives up”, when they were getting irrelevant chaos that complicated their lives.
